Verb Tenses

Present continuous (now)      is   -ing
Statement:
Mr. Brown is walking home.

Question:
Is Mr. Brown walking home?

Negative:
Mr. Brown isn’t walking home.


Simple past       -ed   did
Statement:
He walked home.

Question:
Did he walk home?

Negative:
He didn’t walk home.


Simple present (every day)      -s    do/does
Statement:
He walks home.

Question:
Does he walk home?

Negative:
He doesn’t walk home.


Future:   is going to  /   will
Statement:
He’s going to walk home.

Question:
Is he going to walk home?

Negative:
He isn’t going to walk home.
Statement: He will walk home.

Question: 
Will he walk home?

Negative:
He won’t walk home.
